I would like to inform you about an email which originated in the USA and is going around our 
school. It is one of these emails which suggests that you must forward it to a group of friends 
– I’m sure that you are familiar with this kind of email. Unfortunately the content of the mail is 
not very pleasant and talks about suicide and says that unless you forward this to 15 friends 
you will die!

At MBIS we have a very strict policy with email accounts. Internet Safety is an extremely high 
priority and is taken very seriously. All children do NOT have an email account through school 
– they communicate either through Fronter or by using the teacher’s email account where 
external communication is required. The children are aware that if they want an email address 
that they should do this with parental guidance only. I would also suggest that if your child/ren 
have email accounts that you supervise them when accessing them as they can get spam 
and there is a possibility that some of the emails they receive may be unpleasant. There are 
guidelines about Internet Safety in the Parent’s Room on Fronter so please refer to these if 
required.
