Dear Key Stage 2 Pupils, 

 

It’s time for Reading Bingo to begin again!  From Sunday 14
th
 February, you can collect your 

bingo cards from the library. 

 

To complete a Reading Bingo, you need to read one book from each genre making up a 

straight line of 5 blocks.  The lines can be horizontal, vertical or diagonal but they must be 

straight.  You must agree either with your class teacher or one of the librarians whether the 

book you have chosen is suitable for that genre.  Reading scheme books do not count towards 

a bingo.  The titles of the books and the authors must be written down on the Bingo sheet.   

 

Once you have read 5 books making a straight line bingo, take your sheet to one of the 

librarians to find out what your prize will be!  The following prizes will be available: 

 

- a chocolate goodie bag 

- 10 house points and a personalized Reading Bingo bookmark 

- a chance to write a book review to be shown on the library page of Fronter
